The University of Michigan School of Public Health has now established a program for physicians
and nutritionists who will be working in developing countries. The emphasis in this program is
on the prevention, the early diagnosis, management, and treatment of malnutrition. The nutrition
courses are integrated with a "Core Course" of Public Health Principles and Practice. Students
who successfully complete the program are eligible for the Master of Public Health degree. The
Instruction includes didactic lectures, case studies, seminars, laboratory practice, and field experience.
In 1968, and 1969 this was conducted in the Caribbean with the cooperation and assistance of the
Caribbean Food and Nutrition Institute. A full-time faculty member has been recruited who will
assume full responsibility for supervising the field experience in the future. Part-time students have
been included in the program, and so far, students from the Philippines, Thailand, Liberia, Puerto
Rico, and the United States have successfully completed courses in the past year.
