DIPLOMA IN CHILD AND ADOLESCENT PSYCHIATRY
AN INTERNATIONAL COURSE

A one year course leading to a Diploma in Child and Adolescent Psychiatry will start
in January 1988. This annual course is run jointly in London by the Institute of
Psychiatry and the Institute of Child Health. It covers diagnosis and treatment of
children and adolescents with psychiatric disorders including those with physical illness
and chronic handicap; assessment of community needs in relation to Child Mental
Health, with a view to planning or implementing psychiatric services in the participant's
own country; teaching and training medical and paramedical workers. The course will
be particularly suitable for paediatricians and psychiatrists intending to set up or work
in child mental health services in developing countries. Good English essential.
