In many parts of the world malnutrition, especially in young children, may
arise not only from a shortage of food, but also from misguided traditional
feeding practices. These traditions are firmly rooted in the minds of
the mothers and the introduction of new or unusual foods for infants,
particularly for sick babies, occasionally meets with considerable prejudice.
Health workers may, however, succeed in popularising the new food by
stressing its pleasant taste and the fact that it will not harm the child,
rather than by assuring the mother that it will help to prevent illness.
